Joshua 1:1-8

Now after the death of Moses the servant of the LORD it came to pass, that the LORD spake
unto Joshua the son of Nun, Moses’ minister, saying, 2 Moses my servant is dead; now
therefore arise, go over this Jordan, thou, and all this people, unto the land which I do give to
them, even to the children of Israel. 3 Every place that the sole of your foot shall tread upon,
that have I given unto you, as I said unto Moses. 4 From the wilderness and this Lebanon
even unto the great river, the river Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites, and unto the great
sea toward the going down of the sun, shall be your coast. 5 There shall not any man be able
to stand before thee all the days of thy life: as I was with Moses, so I will be with thee: I will
not fail thee, nor forsake thee. 6 Be strong and of a good courage: for unto this people shalt
thou divide for an inheritance the land, which I sware unto their fathers to give them. 7 Only
be thou strong and very courageous, that thou mayest observe to do according to all the law,
which Moses my servant commanded thee: turn not from it to the right hand or to the left,
that thou mayest prosper whithersoever thou goest.

Exodus 24:13-14
And Moses rose up, and his minister Joshua: and Moses went up into the mount of

God. 14 And he said unto the elders, Tarry ye here for us, until we come again unto
you: and, behold, Aaron and Hur are with you: if any man have any matters to do,

let him come unto them.

Exodus 32:15-17

And Moses turned, and went down_from the mount, and the two tables of the
testimony were in his hand: the tables were written on both their sides; on the

one stde and on the other were they written. 16 And the tables were the work of
God, and the writing was the writing of God, graven upon the tables. 17 And when
Joshua heard the notse of the people as they shouted, he said unto Moses, There is a

noise of war in the camp.

Exodus 17:8-13
Then came Amalek, and fought with Israel in Rephidim. 9 And Moses said unto

Joshua, Choose us out men, and go out, fight with Amalek: to morrow I will
stand on the top of the hill with the rod of God in mine hand. 10 So Joshua did as
Moses had said to him, and fought with Amalek: and Moses, Aaron, and Hur went
up to the top of the hill. 11 And it came to pass, when Moses held up his hand, that
Israel prevailed: and when he let down his hand, Amalek prevailed. 12 But Moses’
hands were heavy; and they took a stone, and put it under him, and he sat thereon;
and Aaron and Hur stayed up his hands, the one on the one side, and the other on
the other side; and his hands were steady until the going down of the sun. 13 And
Joshua discomfited Amalek and his people with the edge of the sword.

2. Seeking the
Joshua 1:2-5
Moses my servant is dead; now therefore arise, go over this Jordan, thou, and all this
people, unto the land which I do give to them, even to the children of Israel. 3 Every
place that the sole of your foot shall tread upon, that have I given unto you, as I said
unto Moses. 4 From the wilderness and this Lebanon even unto the great river, the river
Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites, and unto the great sea toward the going down
of the sun, shall be your coast. 5 There shall not any man be able to stand before thee

Numbers 14:6-9
And Joshua the son of Nun, and Caleb the son of Jephunneh, which were of them
that searched the land, rent their clothes: 7 And they spake unto all the company of

the children of Israel, saying, The land, which we passed through to search it, is an
exceeding good land. 8 If the Lorp delight in us, then he will bring us into this
land, and give it us; a land which floweth with milk and honey. 9 Only rebel not
ye against the Lorp, neither fear ye the people of the land; for they are bread for
us: their defence is departed from them, and the LORD is with us: fear them not.

Joshua 5:13-6:5
And it came to pass, when Joshua was by Jericho, that he lifted up his eyes and
looked, and, behold, there stood a man over against him with his sword drawn in
his hand: and Joshua went unto him, and said unto him, Art thou for us, or for
our adversaries? 14 And he said, Nay; but as captain of the host of the LORD am
I now come. And Joshua fell on his face to the earth, and did worship, and said
unto him, What saith my lord unto his servant? 15 And the captain of the LORD’s
host said unto Joshua, Loose thy shoe from off thy foot; for the place whereon thou
standest is holy. And Joshua did so. 1 Now Jericho was straitly shut up because of
the children of Israel: none went out, and none came in. 2 And the LORD said unto
Joshua, See, I have given into thine hand Jericho, and the king thereof, and the
mighty men of valour. 3 And ye shall compass the city, all ye men of war, and go
round about the city once. Thus shalt thou do six days. 4 And seven priests shall
bear before the ark seven trumpets of rams’ horns: and the seventh day ye shall
compass the city seven times, and the priests shall blow with the trumpets. 5 And it
shall come to pass, that when they make a long blast with the ram’s horn, and when
ye hear the sound of the trumpet, all the people shall shout with a great shout; and
the wall of the city shall fall down flat, and the people shall ascend up every man
straight before him.

Joshua 8:1-7

And the Lorp said unto Joshua, Fear not, neither be thou dismayed: take all the
people of war with thee, and arise, go up to Ai: see, I have given into thy hand the
king of Ai, and his people, and his city, and his land: 2 And thou shalt do to At and
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her king as thou didst unto Jericho and her king: only the spoil thereof, and the
cattle thereof, shall ye take for a prey unto yourselves: lay thee an ambush for the
ctty behind it. 3 So Joshua arose, and all the people of war, to go up against Ai: and
Joshua chose out thirty thousand mighty men of valour, and sent them away by
night. 4 And he commanded them, saying, Behold, ye shall lie in wait against the
city, even behind the city: go not very far from the city, but be ye all ready: 5 And I,
and all the people that are with me, will approach unto the city: and it shall come to
pass, when they come out against us, as at the first, that we will flee before them, 6
(For they will come out after us) till we have drawn them from the city; for they will
say, They flee before us, as at the first: therefore we will flee before them. 7 Then ye
shall rise up from the ambush, and seize upon the city: for the LorD your God will

deliver it into your hand.
